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Letter from NOVACT's
president

It has been an honor and a pride to present NOVACT's activity reports for the last years.

The people, the team and the active Board, who have made NOVACT’s work possible, in
Barcelona, Spain, Jordan, Palestine, Sahara and Tunisia. They are the reason why we are able
to present a Report that every year has not only met but exceeded the expectations of
NOVACT’s proactivity as an organization.

In the difficult 2021, NOVACT has continued in its efforts to improve its commitment to
the common good, in delving deeper into commitment to the nonviolent way, in affirming
Gandhi's concept of ‘Sarvodaya’. And 2021 has been a tough year, for its social-political
systematization of the Pandemic. And a diffuse perception of the curtailment of rights, and
lack of truth, which has initiated a powerful social reflection.

It has been the year of imposed rules, of political decisions without civil support. It has been
a year of uncertainty and search for truthful information.... structural violence managed to
impose its system. The cultural violence was triggered in social violence, in social (in) justice,
and in discriminatory social policy decisions. And in which direct violence was hiding behind
deviant information, to explode at the end of the year.

NOVACT has continued, during the continuous unforeseen events of 2021, with its support
for justice, human rights and its vocation for social innovation. Without forgetting for a
moment the needs of its teams and projects.

2021 has also marked the conclusion of an organizational strategy cycle, its three-year
Strategic Plan. This has paved the way for internal reflection, which began in the second half
of the year, leading to an evaluation of the previous Strategic Plan in order to enter the new
year with a co-creation plan for the new Strategic Plan.

There has been areflection on how we have been able to influence the past few years of social,
political, and corporate turmoil. On how we have faced media manipulation, technological
challenges, and social attitudes, and what changes have been observed in three years.

On the interrelationships between vested interests and their effects on the social fabric in
changing circumstances. Above all, an analysis has been conducted to determine where, in
which fields, areas, or environments NOVACT can contribute its acquired knowledge. Without
these reflections on the rapidly changing (and continuing to change) context, NOVACT’s
contribution in the near future could not be built to its full potential.

2021 has been a year of reflection to prepare ourselves for what lies ahead, utilizing our
excellent human potential and capacity for social transformation. And to open ourselves as
human beings to expand our own perspectives and to seek greater unity and collaboration
among institutions, organizations, and individuals who share our vision and mission.

NOVACT

NOVACT is an International Institute for NonViolent Action which promotes social transformation
processes based on human rights, justice and democracy in the Euro-Mediterranean region.

For 20 years dedicated to research, scope, and international cooperation, NOVACT has contributed
to generating bridges among social movements, academics and institutions. Created in 1999 under
the name NOVA, Center for Social Innovation, this organization was born motivated by a group of old
conscientious ohjectors to the Spanish military service during the Franco dictatorship who created
an association in order to share their experiences in the transformation of conflicts with peoples and
persons who organized against the violation of their rights.

After gaining experience by carrying out solidarity campaigns and aiding civil nonviolent resistance
movements, this institute changed its name in 2016 to become NOVACT, a non-profit interdisciplinary
institute specialized in promoting nonviolent action. During the past decade, NOVACT has gained
international recognition as an actor compromised with base movements that organize to confront
violence and the violation of rights and to promote alternative focuses to resolve conflicts based on
investigative action and critical thinking.

In the face of current challenges in the Euro-Mediterranean region, this Institute maintains its
conviction that the existence of an organization that fosters the adoption of nonviolence to confront
the challenges in this region is essential. This is reflected in his career and in the implementation of
his work day by day.




Our vision

To analyze the structural causes of violence and inequalities so as to generate critical
knowledge, foster the adoption of innovative public policies and protect human rights.

To aid processes, which construct peace, mediation, maintenance of peace and the prevention of
conflicts, placing special attention to reinforce the role of women in this field.

To have an impact so that governmental actors, local and international, work in favor of human
security, and the construction of peace and democracy, in all their dimensions.

To innovate and develop new instrument that strengthen nonviolent strategy and deepen the
democratic character in our societies.

To promote a feminist perspective and gender equality.

To promote the values of tolerance and non-discrimination due to ethnical origins, gender, sexual
orientation, religion, political ideology among the societies in the Mediterranean region.

Values and political ideology

Nonviolence is the basic idea which inspires NOVACT’s political thinking, being at the center of

its organizational mission, in its strategy and in all those actions which sum it up. This is not limited to
the negation or absence of direct violence, in ny of its forms, rather it pretends to specify a prgject
of social transformation, be it individual or collective, constructed on a radical base of democracy, on
the defense of human rights and on the protection of common goods.

A Culture of Peace, economic democracy and citizen participation that leads to social innovation should
widen the possibilities for action based on nonviolence on the road to social transformation and the
fight for global justice. NOVACT understands Global Justice as a central element in its institutional
vision and as a sine quan non condition for the resolution of any conflict. This vision includes all aspects
of global justice, such as gender, economic or environmental justice.

For NOVACT, civil society is the motor and the protagonist of transformation in the face of

political, military and economic power structures. For this reason, NOVACT promises to become a useful
tool to reinforce its capabilities and knowledge, to increase its social compromise with nonviolent,
democratic change in societies. In this sense, central in the permanent updating of NOVACT's political
ideology and its praxis are innovative elements, debate and the search for alternatives and new ideas
of thinking and action.

At the same time, NOVACT believes in the necessity to reform institutions and spaces and
formal procedures in decision-making, in such a way that these are progressively more democratic
and inclusive with respect to the demands society imposes.

To provide structure to this ideology, NOVACT has decided to organize itself by means of the following
values:

1. 1.To position to “be the change that we want to promote”. We state that any proposal which
we develop for the societies we work in should have previously been promoted inside our
organization and at the personal level by NOVACT members.

2. To promote an organization guided by the participation of its team and its members when
making decisions inside NOVACT. We want to be horizontal and transparent.

3. To be guided by those values based on human rights, internationalism, solidarity and
feminism.

4. To enact political policies compromised by human rights but independent of political parties
and institutions.

5. To only carry out actions under third party orders in order to be a useful tool in the service
of social movement, CSOs, academic or political institutions that work to strengthen
democracy, promote human rights and the construction of peace.

6. To construct a society free of racism, discrimination, fascism and social stigmas that
pervert those values which a democratic society desires.

7. To carry out operations under tight collaboration with local civil society and based on the
principles of mutual compromise, co-responsibility, participation and equality.

8. To foster a model of horizontal cooperation that does not engender new dependencies, that
consolidates and reinforces procedures leading to autonomous and sustainable change.

9. Toworkin collaboration with local organizations that promote participation by and equal
opportunity among men and women.

10. To assume the principles of coherence, transparency, fiscal accountability, complementarity,
efficacy, efficiency in aid programs, as well as other standards and practices accepted by
the set of organizations and agents in our environment.

In the Control of the Privatization of War and Security area, the following action areas
were addressed during 2021: analysis and identification of human rights violations by
extractive industry companies through the Shockmonitor project. Advancing research,
communication, and advocacy actions through the Observatory of Companies and Human
Rights in the Mediterranean (ODHE), a collaboration between NOVACT and Suds. Opening
and consolidating spaces for advocacy and awareness-raising towards public institutions
to integrate human rights in public procurement. Strengthening support for civil society
spaces working towards algorithmic justice and regulation of digital companies. Within this
framework, efforts were also made to demonstrate the traceability of digital technologies
and control systems used in situations of occupation and conflict (as “Tested in Combat”)
that are later imported to countries in the Global North. Overall, in Line of Work 1, the focus
is on investigating, denouncing, and advocating for justice and compliance with human
rights and international law, as well as the end of occupation in the territories of Palestine
and Western Sahara.

In the Prevention of Violent Extremism area, during 2021, we have contributed to
understanding the functioning of the far right and how it manages to be an attractive
ideology, especially for young people. Additionally, we have participated in various political
advocacy spaces to ensure that human rights are safeguarded in counter-terrorism
policies and the prevention of violent extremism in Europe. In Tunisia, we have worked
on the consolidation and strengthening of partnerships between civil society and public
institutions at the national, regional,and local levels.In a year marked by extraordinary socio-
political and economic instability, these movements are crucial to ensure the feasibility of
the proposed actions in the Roadmap of civil society organizations for the Prevention of
Violent Extremism in Tunisia.




This line of work is also carried out in Jordan through training and the generation of
alternative narratives to violent extremism through art, sports, and culture.

In the line of Civil Resistance, we have expanded our network for defending civic space in
Europe through our participation in the European Civic Forum. Together with No Somos
Delito, we succeeded in slowing down the process of reforming the Ley Mordaza in Spain,
ensuring the inclusion of civil society organizations in the process.

In the same line, participatory assessments have been conducted in Libya, Algeria, and Tunisia,
guestioning human rights violations in the management of the COVID-19 pandemic and the
climate crisis. These assessments focus on the impact of these violations on the work and
security of human rights defenders.

In the Mashreq region, we have continuously provided support and protection to women
human rights defenders from a holistic and comprehensive perspective. This supportincludes
legal advice and accompaniment with a gender focus, political support in judicial processes,
advocacy actions with relevant institutions and authorities in Palestine and internationally,
and psychosocial support to defenders, especially women and young people. We have also
contributed to identifying international best practices through various conferences and
seminars on human rights defense, such as the forum held in Extremadura.

The line of Promoting Gender Justice does not have any specific praojects but is a cross-
cutting line within the organization, both internally and in all the projects we undertake.

Inthe strategic line of Democracy Building, particularly in the area of economic democracy,the
LE TOCA AL BARRIO praject, promoted in collaboration with the Barcelona City Council, has
played a prominent role. This project aims to encourage consumption in local neighborhood
businesses in the Besos Area through an innovative system of bonuses and social benefits
using local currency (RECS).

Furthermore, we have initiated an innovation process through the ATARCA project, where
NOVACT, in collaboration with a broad European consortium, is designing new tools to
strengthen local trade and responsible consumption through the use of local currency (REC).
The project aims to generate a replicable and scalable business model.

During 2020, NOVACT's prgjects have contributed to the transformation of political,
economic and social structures in the Euro-Mediterranean region, implementing
nonviolence actions, denouncing situations of injustice and building alternatives.

In order to contribute to make a change in the Euro-Mediterranean region, NOVACT is
constantly adapting to the new challenges of every context we work. For this reason we
organize our prgject in five strategic lines, related with the geographical areas of work.

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In the Control of the Privatization of War and Security area, the following action areas
were addressed during 2021: analysis and identification of human rights violations by
extractive industry companies through the Shockmonitor project. Advancing research,
communication, and advocacy actions through the Observatory of Companies and Human
Rights in the Mediterranean (ODHE), a collaboration between NOVACT and Suds. Opening
and consolidating spaces for advocacy and awareness-raising towards public institutions
to integrate human rights in public procurement. Strengthening support for civil society
spaces working towards algorithmic justice and regulation of digital companies. Within this
framework, efforts were also made to demonstrate the traceability of digital technologies
and control systems used in situations of occupation and conflict (as “Tested in Combat”)
that are later imported to countries in the Global North.

We have presented the report “The Corporate Silk Road,” which is a study on the exponential
development of mega-infrastructure corridors that prioritize trade over the rights of
people and the planet. Through the Observatory of Human Rights and Companies in the
Mediterranean (ODHE), we continued to denounce and condemn attacks against Sahrawi
and Palestinian human rights activists.

We also presented the report/webdoc “Mass Surveillance and Control of Dissenting
Population,” carried out in collaboration with the ENCO network, the Observatoire des
Multinationales, and Shoal. This investigation, conducted in France, Spain, and the United
Kingdom, analyzes the impact on citizens’ privacy of mass surveillance technologies used
during the pandemic. It highlights and denounces that the state of mass surveillance turns
all citizens into potential suspects, with racialized communities, migrant communities, and
activists being the most affected groups.



In the same context, we have supported calls to prohibit the indiscriminate use of
biometrics, as well as rejecting the inclusion of algorithms or digital systems and predictive
data for judicial or criminal purposes. In the local environment, we have also taken actions
to raise awareness about the use of public spaces in Smart Cities to promote surveillance
and control products and companies that have been developed in situations where rights
are violated.

The ODHE and Shock Monitor participated in the tenth report on the State of Power,
driven by the Transnational Institute, with the article “Blurring the Monopoly of Violence:
Private Military and Security Companies and the Coercive Power of the State.” This aimed
to expose the privatization of the state’s role in security, from the military to the prison
system, highlighting a shadowy business world where violence is facilitated, accountability
is reduced, and human rights violations and impunity abound.

A new collaboration between Shock Monitor and the ODHE resulted in the campaign
“Corporate Impunity in Times of Occupation and Conflict,” focusing on the “architecture
of impunity” built by governments and transnational corporations, especially in occupied
contexts such as Palestine and Western Sahara. This campaign aimed to shed light on the
colonial system that enables the plundering of natural resources and the destruction of
the environment.

In July, the Proposal for the Law on the creation of the Catalan Center for Business and
Human Rights was registered in the Parliament of Catalonia. This proposal was developed
by the Grup Catala d’'Empreses i Drets Humans from Lafede.cat - Organitzacions per a
la Justicia Global and the Taula Catalana per la Pau i els Drets Humans a Colombia. More
than 8,000 civil society organizations, unions, and global justice organizations support the
establishment of this pioneering entity.

Furthermore, Novact collaborated with various civil society organizations and institutions
during the IV Conference on Socially Responsible Public Procurement, which brought
togetheruniversities and expertsinterested in the topic throughout the Spanish territory.
Since then, we have joined the Spanish-speaking HUB of the International Learning Lab to
contribute our perspective and achievements in the field of human rights in supply chains
of public procurement in Spain and Catalonia.

In the field of Preventing Violent Extremism, we have contributed to understanding the
functioning of the far-right and how it becomes an attractive ideology, especially for young
people. We have also participated in different spaces of political influence to ensure that
human rights are safeguarded in counter-terrorism and violent extremism prevention
policies in Europe.

We have launched the RIZOMA training program together with 20 young individuals from
diverse backgrounds and contexts. During these sessions, these young people were
empowered through experiential training, aiming to make them active actors in the
prevention and fight against far-right extremism from different perspectives. Additionally,
in line with this strategic approach, practical tools were provided in 2021 to prevent and
confront far-right extremism through research, legal actions, and community-based
initiatives. In May, the report “Hate Speech and Far-Right Extremism” was published as
part of the Observatory for the Prevention of Violent Extremism (OPEV), with the objective
of understanding how the far-right employs hate speech and sharing institutional and
community-level best practices to prevent and address this issue.



In the field of new technologies, we launched a co-creation space, together with the Fundacio
Autonoma Solidaria, involving universities, think tanks, civil society, and institutions under
the framework of #DigitalOrganising, aiming to make artificial intelligence a tool for social
Justice.

Internationally, in collaboration with other human rights organizations and institutions,
we organized a four-day European conference to strengthen resilience, foster innovation,
consolidate lessons learned, and create new scenarios related to social polarization and
violent extremism.

In the Civil Resistance line of work, we have expanded our network for the defense of civic
space in Europe through our participation in the European Civic Forum. This has increased
NOVACT’s impact on European institutions such as the European Parliament, European
Commission, European Court of Human Rights, and the Venice Commission of the Council of
Europe. NOVACT has also participated at the international level in the regional consultation
of the United Nations Special Rapporteur on the rights to freedom of peaceful assembly and
of association in Geneva, and has submitted communications to the UN Special Rapporteurs.
We have joined the #GlobalNetworkAgainstPoliceViolence.

All of this has strengthened our influence in Spain, as there has been increased attention to
human rights violations by European institutions. Together with No Somos Delito, we forced
a slowdown in the process of reforming the Gag Law, successfully including civil society
organizations in the process. Furthermore, with the Centre Iridia, we reactivated support
for the ban on rubber bullets in Spain, opening a debate on the harm and use of anti-riot
equipment by the State Security Forces and putting institutional racism on the table.

The “Defender a Quien Defiende” Platform remains a fundamental space for collective work.
In fact, our support for this platform and the coordination of the Red Malla monitoring
tool have led to some complaints reaching the Constitutional Court for the investigation
of torture and police violence. This was the case, for example, with the support of the
Andalusian Association for Human Rights (APDHA) and Stop Repression Granada in Marta’s
case.

Finally, we have maintained active capacity-building for social movements and activists
through our work with Greenpeace at the Activism School. Through the various training
proposals developed, we have integrated anti-racist, environmentalist, and feminist
movements into our work.

Throughout 2021, we made progress in the prgjects under the strategic line of democracy
building, primarily in the area of economic democracy. The LE TOCA AL BARRIO prgject,
carried out in collaboration with the Barcelona City Council, played a prominent role. It
aimed to promote consumption in local neighborhood businesses in the Besos Area through
an innovative system of bonuses and social benefits with RECS.

Furthermore, we initiated an innovation process by researching new monetary challenges
through the ATARCA pragject, where NOVACT, along with a broad European consortium, is
designing new tools to strengthen local trade and responsible consumption through REC.
The project aims to generate a replicable and scalable business model.



At the same time, NOVACT has established itself as a reference in complementary
currencies in Catalonia through its participation in various spaces for debate and work, as
well as supporting the creation of new local currencies.

In terms of participatory democracy, we have concluded different participatory processes
that were halted due to Covid-19 in 2020, such as participatory budgeting and strategic

planning. We have also worked to shape the future of this sub-line of work, aiming to
enhance participatory democracy initiatives in the future.

In the line of controlling the privatization of war and security, we have continued our research
and denunciation of companies involved in the plundering of natural resources in Western
Sahara. We have prepared a new report on economic, social, and cultural rights (DESC),and we
continue to support the Sahrawi civil society organized under the initiative “Western Sahara
Is Not for Sale,” with whom we maintain a close relationship of support and collaboration.

In the field of preventing violent extremism, we have worked on the consolidation and
strengthening of partnerships between civil society and public institutions at the national,
regional, and local levels. In a year marked by extraordinary socio-political and economic
instability, these movements are essential to ensure the feasibility of the actions proposed in
the Roadmap of Civil Society Organizations for the Prevention of Violent Extremism in Tunisia,
which resulted from the SALAM praoject. To this end, we have continued our collaboration
with the National Commission for the Fight against Terrorism (CNLCT). Furthermore, within
the framework of the same project, at the beginning of 2021, we focused on continuing the
work done in prisons. To conclude SALAM, an online Rizoma program has allowed us to train
20 young people, sharing experiences of methods for preventing violent extremism from the
diverse perspectives of our grassroots partners. Under the IMCAN project, the relationship
between local partners of the Tunisian League for the Defense of Human Rights (LTDH) and
the Ministry of Social Affairs (MAS) has been strengthened. This has ensured access to the
Centers for Defense and Social Integration (CDIS)where interventions were planned. Trainings
in Nonviolent Communication and Stress and Conflict Management were conducted for over
40 officials from two of these centers in the Ben Arous and Ariana regions. To complement
the work done with the staff of both centers and ensure that the change in knowledge and
behavior is two-way, awareness sessions were held with 60 young beneficiaries from these
CDIS on the topic of nonviolent communication.



En parallel, we work alongside local partners such as Espacio Cultural Mass’Art with over 120
young beneficiaries from four CDIS (the two mentioned earlier, as well as two others from
the governorates of Manouba and Tunis). After the consolidation of bilateral agreements
between the association and each of the four CDIS, more than 80 workshops have been con-
ducted in four artistic disciplines in the second half of the year.

Under the same project, with the support of Asamblea de Cooperacion por la Paz (ACPP) and
local partner Apoyo a Iniciativas del Sector Agricola (AISA), various training sessions have
been provided to 30 women from rural areas in Borj el Amri (Manouba governorate) on diver-
se topics. The aim is to equip them with the knowledge and skills to establish an autonomous
group of women managing their own Solidarity Souk (Market). Parallel to this, negotiations
have taken place at the local and regional levels with different public institutions to ensure
that the new Solidarity Souk receives government support and has low maintenance costs,
ensuring the sustainability of the project. The Regional Agricultural Development Commis-
sioner (CRDA) of Manouba, the regional representation of the Ministry of Agriculture, has
been identified as a key actor favorable to establishing an agreement and with the authority
to ensure the continuity of the initiative.

This year, we have also begun implementing the BADDEL praoject. Together with local part-
ners Joussour pour la Citoyenneté, interventions have been carried out in three Youth Hou-
ses (MJ, for their acronym in French): MJ Kef, MJ Dahmani (both municipalities in the El Kef
governorate), and MJ Borj Essougui (Ben Arous governorate). The objective is to strengthen
their role as strategic points for the prevention of violent extremism through youth enga-
gement. To achieve this, a series of 12 training sessions have been conducted in 2021 for 60
young people (20 from each MJ) to define the issues and priorities of the diagnosis that they
themselves will later implement in their communities.

Lastly, within the WAHDA prqject, interuniversity cooperation between the University of
Barcelona (through the Solidaridad Foundation - FSUB) and the University of Carthage (lo-
cal partners in the praject - UCAR) has resulted in an exchange of practices promoting so-
cial cohesion and the prevention of violent extremism. Through physical exercise and the use
of non-competitive games, human values that foster social cohesion are transmitted. Du-
ring this year, a week of exchange and training was held in Tunisia, where colleagues from the
association Superaccié and FSUB conducted pilot sessions with partners from UCAR and
ADO+. Students from the Institute of Childhood Education and young people from one of the
CDIS we work with in the IMCAN project participated, totaling 35 participants. Following this
experience, eight socio-sports meetings were held in Tunisia over the next two months with
10 students from the Institute of Childhood Education and 15 students from the Second
Chance School. Simultaneously, an action-research approach is being employed to naturally
derive conclusions using the dynamics and reactions that occur during the gaming sessions.

In the Civil Resistance line, we have worked with a regional perspective within the aforemen-
tioned WAHDA project. Participatory diagnostics have been conducted in Libya, Algeria, and
Tunisia. In the first two countries, over 30 individuals representing associations, institutions,
community leaders, universities, and other strategic groups have been contacted. In Tunisia,
with the collaboration of LTDH, it is expected to engage with even more key actors. These
diagnostics question the violation of human rights in the context of the management of the
COVID-19 pandemic and the climate crisis, with a particular focus on the impact these vio-
lations have had on the work and security of human rights defenders. The purpose is to have
a document for engaging in sociopolitical advocacy at the international level and, in the case
of Tunisia, at the national level.



Within the same project, in Tunisia, a Rizoma focused on activism and our rights as citizens
has been conducted. Eighteen young human rights defenders gathered for seven days of
coexistence. The purpose of this Rizoma (dubbed RizoRights) is to strengthen the partici-
pants’ capacities and connections to form a strong network of changemakers who are the
present and future of human rights defense in Tunisia.

Under the HARATHA praject, building upon past experiences, a new edition of the popular
school has been launched. This year, organizations participating in the promotion of human
rights will be rewarded, and access to an advanced course on Digital Organization will be
provided. Towards the end of 2021, the course program was developed in collaboration with
experts in the field.

In Western Sahara, from the Tindouf camps, over 100 Sahrawi activists from refugee camps,
occupied territories, and the diaspora have received training and workshops on topics such
as monitoring human rights violations, video activism, political advocacy and communication,
strategic litigation, and more.

Data collection on human rights violations has continued within this framework, resulting in
a report documenting human rights abuses in Western Sahara since the breakdown of the
ceasefire agreements. The same report has been presented in various locations, including
Sahrawi camps, Catalonia, and Geneva, and is being used for political advocacy. We continue
to provide advice, space, and support to human rights defenders facing repression by the
Moroccan occupation.

The regional office for the country is located in Amman, Jordan.

In the line of controlling the privatization of war and security, we have promoted and
conducted studies and investigations on human rights violations by companies operating in
the Occupied Palestinian Territory. We have provided recommendations and proposed actions
for institutions, companies, and civil society. Additionally, we have initiated and led training
processes for human rights organizations and defenders in Palestine.

In the same line, we have participated in advocacy and awareness-raising actions regarding
the impacts of companies operating in the Occupied Palestinian Territory within the United
Nations framework (Global Campaign for a Binding Treaty on Transnational Corporations,
Working Group on the Use of Mercenaries, Human Rights Council). Finally, we have facilitated
spaces for the exchange of methodologies and strategies among human rights defenders.

We continue to work in the field of preventing violent extremism. Through our efforts, we
have provided training to communication professionals, activists, community leaders, and
frontline institutional actors in preventing violent extremism (PVE), contributing to a better
understanding of the causes and the phenomenon. Furthermore, civil society organizations
have consolidated their knowledge in the field, and we have encouraged the creation of a pool
of female trainers specializing in PVE within the framework of the JONAP 1325. We have also
initiated and led training processes for human rights organizations and defenders in Iraq to
contribute to the prevention of violent extremism and violent conflicts.



In this regard, we have contributed to generating alternative narratives to violent
extremism through art, sports, and culture, with a particular focus on empowering youth
and women. Examples of this include the materials created in various disciplines such as
theater performances, songs, audiovisual pieces, and comic strips. All of these have been
shared through social media campaigns that have reached over a million people. We have
supported the implementation of government plans such as the JONAP 1325 in Jordan and
provided assistance to other strategies, including the implementation of Resolution 2250.

In supporting nonviolent civil resistance, we have continuously offered holistic and
comprehensive support and protectiontohuman rights defenders.This support hasincluded
gender-sensitive legal advice and accompaniment, political support in legal proceedings,
advocacy actions with relevant institutions and authorities in Palestine and internationally,
and psychosocial support to defenders, especially women and youth. By strengthening
the capacity of activists, defenders, and community leaders in communication, community
organizing, nonviolent facilitation, and campaign development, they can effectively and
safely fulfill their roles as agents of peace in their communities.

We have also contributed to identifying international best practices through participation

in various conferences and seminars on human rights defense, such as the forum held in
Extremadura.
