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Letter from the president
For more than 20 years we have been working to build positive peace in the Euro-Mediterranean 
region. 

Unfortunately, our work is becoming more and more necessary in these historical moments of 
a warmongering, rise of militarism, of blindness to the options of conflict transformation from 
a diplomatic perspective, with mediation, listening to international proposals, without violence. 

Once again, we see ourselves doomed to the industrial-political-financial interests of the 
neoliberal-capitalist system where, for the few, the others have to obey. The nonviolent struggle 
against this normalization of violence has been an axis of work to which we have dedicated 
ourselves.  

We see rights won over the last 70 years being trampled on everywhere, such as the right to 
peace, to protest, to object, human rights, civil rights, even the rights of children and defenders 
of rights. 

And above all, we see how communication policies work tirelessly to polarize civil society. 

In the face of this, NOVACT has done reports on how civil society has reacted with nonviolent 
methods early in the war, and how it has been developing to counter the narrative of rearming. 
It has continued to provide training and tools in nonviolent action in North Africa, the Middle 
East and Eastern Europe. It has been advocating with governments and politicians explaining 
alternatives, bringing together people from different sides so that they can speak in safe 
spaces (NV Factory), and continues to collaborate with organizations with similar but different 
experiences, not to recreate the wheel, but to optimize possible synergies. 

I mention only a part of what has been done, and is being done, because the rest, better 
explained, is in your hands: the 2023 Report. A year of adaptation to the most complicated 
geopolitical needs since the end of the Second World War. 

We are preparing to work on the next Strategic Plan and many of the priorities dictated by 
the events of the last few years, recognized by a Council of highly qualified people, will be 
incorporated and structured. 

But let me say that we have had, and we have a team that has been able to adapt to all the 
challenges NOVACT has faced to be a useful interlocutor in the face of the events that have 
overlapped this past year. Without this support, synergy at work, availability and dedication, 
NOVACT would not have the respect and advocacy capacity it has today. My admiration and 
gratitude for all the people who bring mind, hands and heart to NOVACT! 

Enjoy this reading, sure that supporting NOVACT can be the way to a better world!

The Institute NOVACT of Nonviolence -  is a non-profit association dedicated to conflict transformation 
and peacebuilding. For more than 20 years, we have worked to build positive peace through nonviolence 
in the Euro-Mediterranean region. 

Our commitment is to drive changes in fragile and conflict-affected contexts, generating transformative 
policies that promote peace, defend the civic space, create human security, ecological justice, gender 
justice, digital justice and prevent corporate abuses to ensure that decisions affecting the future of 
communities are made by communities themselves.

NOVACT was born driven by a group of former conscientious objectors to the Spanish army during 
the Franco dictatorship. This group of people created the association to share their experience in 
transforming conflicts with peoples and individuals who organised themselves against violations of their 
rights, in order to contribute to a more peaceful, fair, decent and equitable world. 

The association is committed to be close to social movements through a comprehensive protection 
strategy (care, attention, training, and advocacy of their needs), understanding that it is crucial to 
work on the collective strength of people in order to achieve social transformation. This commitment 
reinforced our international solidarity with other peoples, which has led us to be part of numerous 
initiatives in Iraq, Jordan, and Palestine. We have also been involved in the democratic movements 
of Tunisia, Morocco, and Western Sahara, as well as in the fight for civil and political rights in Europe.

Over the last few decades, NOVACT has gained international recognition as a committed actor with 
grassroots movements to confront violence and rights violations, promoting alternative approaches 
based on critical thinking of conflict resolution and transformation. To do this, the Institute specialises in 
4 main lines of action: action-research, advocacy and awareness-raising, training, and support for the 
revitalization of processes.

In view of the current challenges in the Euro-Mediterranean region, NOVACT remains convinced that 
the existence of organisations that promote the adoption of nonviolence is crucial to meet the region’s 
challenges.

Our vision and mission

Our vision is that peoples and societies can resolve their conflicts without violence, and work together to 
build a sustainable peace based on justice and human security.

Our mission is to break the cycles of violence and build positive peace by strengthening the role of 
organised civil society in peacebuilding, conflict prevention and transformation processes. We claim 
nonviolent action as a principle, strategy, and tactic to address human rights violations, end violence in 
all its dimensions and promote transformative policies for a peaceful, just, decent, and equitable world.

Values and political ideals

Nonviolence is the idea that inspires the political thinking of NOVACT. It is at the centre of its organisational 
mission, its strategy and all the actions that are defined to accomplish it. Nonviolence is not limited to 
the rejection or absence of direct violence, in any of its forms, but rather it aims to become a project of 
social transformation, individual and collective, built on the idea of full democracy, the attainment of a 
human security perspective, the defence of human rights and the protection of common goods. Hence, 
to underline that the objective of NOVACT goes far beyond denying violence, and that we intend to build 
positive peace, we often use the term Active Nonviolence. 

NOVACT strongly believes that organised society is the driving force of social transformations against 
political, military, and economic power structures. We aim to be a useful tool to strengthen their capacities 
and knowledge, and to continue accompanying their commitment with strategies, actions, and nonviolent 
resistance. In this sense, dialogue with civil society and social movements in the region is a core element 
in identifying alternatives and updating our political ideology and our practice.

NOVACT is committed to organising itself through the following values:

1. Generating internal coherence: being the change we want to promote.
2. Building a society free from structural racism, discrimination, and social stigmas.
3. Mutual commitment, co-responsibility, participation and not the creation of new dependencies.
4. Human rights, internationalism, human security, solidarity, and feminism as a guide.
5. Opting for operating independently of parties and institutions. 
6. Adopting an intersectional perspective to identify how gender, sexual orientation, class, and ethno-
racial characteristics are axes of oppression and areas of discrimination.
7. Working in partnership with local organisations, especially feminist organisations.
8. Promote a horizontal organisation.
9. Adopting the principles of coherence, transparency, accountability, and efficiency.



To successfully tackle authoritarianism (the change desired), NOVACT will work on 5 strategic lines of 
action:

L1. Strengthening human rights defenders

In order to reinforce an ecosystem of social change that confronts authoritarianism, it is essential to 
accompany movements and people who defend human rights through nonviolence. NOVACT aims 
to strengthen them from a holistic perspective, based on social environmentalism and gender justice, 
which fosters coordination and community power building at the service of fundamental civil and 
political rights. 

L2. Preventing violent conflicts 
Strengthening and accompanying the role of civil societies as a central actor in conflict prevention, at 
the service of reducing violence and building positive peace. NOVACT is committed to a prevention 
strategy based on nonviolence and human security that focuses on preventing authoritarianism, 
extremist violence, and negative polarisation, building social cohesion, and contributing to nonviolent 
conflict transformation.

L3.Preventing corporate abuses in a context of conflict
Some of the worst human rights abuses involving business occur in contexts of armed conflict and 
military occupation at border points and where authoritarian states need to control political dissent. 
NOVACT denounces the abuses and impunity of corporate power and supports the development of 
binding legislation to hold companies accountable based on the UN Guiding Principles on Business 
and Human Rights. 

L4. Building alternatives from social and digital innovation

In order to confront authoritarianism, we need to construct community alternatives that consolidate 
the common good. From NOVACT, we want to foster new productive and social relations that promote 
local, ethical, and responsible consumption, and allow us to move towards nonviolence, ecological and 
financial justice. We aim to consolidate digital, monetary, and participatory innovations.

L5. Adapting the organisation to our values and challenges
 
To achieve our desired change by 2025, we need to strengthen our internal direction to be an 
increasingly non-violent, horizontal, feminist organisation. Moreover, we need to reinforce our political 
communication strategy, committed to internal training to consolidate the common narrative, with a 
social base and institutional presence that consolidates a sustainable budget.

The path of change





In 2023 we have continued to work for peace building in the Euro-Mediterranean region.  

During this year, all our work has been marked by the genocide that Israel has been 
perpetuating in Palestine since October 7.   

NOVACT has been warning states for decades that security in the region will only be achieved 
through an agreed solution that grants equal rights to live in freedom and dignity to all people.   

Peace can only be achieved through international legality by ending Israel’s apartheid, 
occupation and colonization of the Palestinian people.   

We have focused our work on denouncing genocide and pressuring the international 
community to break its complicity with Israel. We have focused on demanding that the 
Spanish government declares a formal arms embargo with Israel, as well as implementing 
other urgent measures to end the genocide, such as joining South Africa’s lawsuit in the 
International Court of Justice and other measures.  

We have also continued to identify both Spanish and international companies that benefit 
from Israel’s occupation of the Palestinian people, and to denounce the inaction of Catalan 
and Spanish institutions.    

In the strategic line of Strengthening human rights defenders, we have worked to improve 
the sustainability and achievement of the work of individuals and groups by incorporating a 
holistic view of protection and accompaniment.   

What have we achieved
during 2023?



Thus, we have worked on research that has provided content to popular mobilization, political 
advocacy and legal defense, focusing on which actors - state or not - are impeding the work of 
human rights defenders and what impact they have on the civic space, especially in Tunisia, 
Palestine, Sahara and Spain. With this, the networks of observation of human rights violations 
in contexts of protest and border have been strengthened, expanding nodes in Spain and 
extending the methodology to different territories of the Euro-Mediterranean region, even 
facilitating the creation of Alerters Manuals in Western Sahara, strengthening the role of women 
and youth in communities in Jerusalem, the South Hebron Hills (Masafer Yatta) and the Jordan 
Valley or expanding an early warning and response system in Spain’s South Border. Likewise, 
the support network has been reinforced in situations of violation of the right to protest in 
Palestine, Tunisia and Spain, both on the political and legal side as well as communicative; 
also implementing direct protection actions, such as shelter, in cases of high risk as has been 
the case in Iraq.  

On the other hand, training in nonviolence, digital organizing, self-protection, monitoring of 
violations, ecofeminism and collective empowerment has been consolidated through different 
actions such as the School of Activism with Greenpeace, the Digital Organizing training and 
The Nonviolence Factory, among other learning initiatives, facilitation of groups and spaces for 
the exchange of experiences.   

With all this, advocacy and awareness-raising actions have been implemented to defend the 
right to protest and improve the environment for the defense of rights, also for journalists and 
communication activists. We have worked to improve the mechanisms of transparency and 
accountability of the law enforcement agencies in Spain; we have raised awareness about 
the use of legal concepts and legal frameworks that criminalize mobilization and political 
participation in the Euro-Mediterranean region, especially in Spain, Tunisia, Iraq and Palestine; 
and we have implemented advocacy actions in spaces such as the United Nations and the 
European Parliament, among others.   

Finally, NOVACT has participated in spaces of analysis, mobilization and advocacy for the 
immediate ceasefire in Gaza, the military embargo on Israel and the demand for the respect 
of International Law.  

Within the framework of the prevention of violent conflicts, we have continued to work throughout 
the Euro-Mediterranean region to promote social cohesion, strengthen civil society as a key 
actor in the prevention and transformation of conflicts and use innovative tools to promote 
peace building, especially aimed at young people.  
 



First, we have devoted efforts to investigate the roots that fuel violent conflicts in the 
Sahara, Tunisia and Barcelona. We have identified the triggers and better understood the 
underlying complexities. Working with civil society, we have offered concrete and strategic 
recommendations to prevent the escalation of these conflicts and promote human security in 
these regions.   

We have empowered young people to play a crucial role in preventing violent conflict in the 
Euro-Mediterranean region. In Tunisia, we have strengthened youth centers and trained young 
people in peace building through the Rhizome methodology. We have also strengthened 
social cohesion through interventions based on art and sports. 

In Tunisia, we are developing the construction of peace clubs, self-managed by young people, 
who will propose cultural and/or artistic programs for their communities, with a perspective of 
violent conflict prevention and human rights.  

In Palestine, we have focused on peace building, human security and gender justice, with the 
reinforcement of women and youth of Human Rights Defenders in Hebron, especially in Sa’ir.   

In Jordan, we have promoted the culture of peace through the empowerment of youth and 
women by strengthening their community and online capacities, as well as with innovative 
actions through art, culture and sports, specifically with the design and dissemination of a 
comic against the violence present in society and with the participation in sports leagues.    

In Syria and Iraq, where we have projects in Kurdish areas, we have promoted the capabilities 
and leadership of internally displaced persons as agents of prevention, conflict resolution and 
social cohesion. 

We emphasize the support for the local work of organizations against gender violence and 
other sexist discrimination, a consequence of years of conflict in NES, as well as ecological 
justice as another feature of positive peace in countries, Iraq and Syria, that are suffering 
serious conflicts over natural resources and the effects of the climate crisis.   

We have also worked to ensure that technologies respect human rights, prioritizing the 
protection of the most vulnerable groups. We highlight the research to prevent hate speech 
on Twitter where we also established recommendations to promote a more tolerant and safe 
online environment. 

In addition, we launched campaigns to combat and prevent hate speech on this platform, 
promoting the dissemination of alternative narratives to hate speech.   

We developed the research “Don’t call me a terrorist when I’m not” and presented it at the 
United Nations Counter-Terrorism Week in New York. We denounced how false accusations 
of terrorism by states and the media favor the rise of authoritarianism by repressing pro-
democracy and human rights movements in the Euro-Mediterranean region.   

In the line of preventing corporate abuses in contexts of occupation and conflict, we have 
worked on 3 simultaneous processes: advocacy, research and communication. 

Advocacy has focused on public institutions to strengthen corporate accountability tools in 
Public Procurement and in the framework of national and international legislation on Due 
Diligence. 



The strengthening of the Catalan Group for Socially Responsible Public Procurement, a space 
in which NOVACT works and aligns with other organizations or institutions to promote the 
coherence of public policies, has also been relevant. To this extent, we have started working 
with the International Working Group for Public Procurement - IWGPP.   

Regarding the research processes, the report “The impact of Wagner Group in the invasion of 
Ukraine” was presented. It analyzes the impact of Wagner from 3 dimensions: military, political 
and human rights, based on the field work done between March and June. This document was 
presented to the United Nations Working Group on the use of mercenaries in New York.   

On advocacy in the Maghreb, we presented a report on the plunder of natural resources at 
the 47th edition of EUCOCO and took part in the Western Sahara is Not for Sale campaign. 
We have also attended regular meetings with the United Nations and the European Union on 
Tunisia.   

In the strategic line of Building alternatives from social and digital innovation, we have 
consolidated the implementation of REC complementary currency in the city of Barcelona 
and La Rosa in Sant Feliu de Llobregat through different actions and promotions in favor of 
local economy and conscious consumption. We are participating in an intermunicipal group 
for the promotion of local currencies and social and solidarity economy as a tool to favor local 
development.   

In addition, we have started different projects (MenjaCAT, Menja’t Barcelona, ReconVERDtim 
Sants) to promote agri-food models more resilient to climate change to reduce the ecological 
footprint in Barcelona and Catalonia, boosting short marketing circuits and between agro-
ecological producers and points of sale, promoting sustainable and responsible food and 
promoting the intercooperation of the different actors in the food chain.  

Finally, NOVACT has also provided technical assistance on issues of citizen participation 
and social and cultural innovation for different entities and departments of the Generalitat de 
Catalunya.   

The line of adapting the organization to our values and challenges has been important in the 
year 2023 in terms of improving the external and internal communication of the organization.   

  

The communication milestones of 2023 were the creation of a new graphic identity, the launch 
of a new website and having 300 members of the organization. 

 

With respect to the new identity, a more elegant, modern and clean identity was developed to 
show the values of the entity. This has allowed us to gain aesthetic coherence at an external 
level by applying the identity to the new website and to all the entity’s communicative materials 
as well as internally in the improvement of NOVACT’s common discourse by the team.  

  

The development of a new website has been the main communicative milestone. This website, 
in addition to having a modern and agile design, makes it easier to register as a member and 
make donations, as well as having an improved transparency section. It also better explains 
what NOVACT is and what it works on.  



Projects 2023

During 2022 NOVACT’s projects contributed to the transformation of political, economic and 
social structures in the Euro-Mediterranean region, through nonviolence, exposing situations 
of injustice and building alternatives.

In order to achieve these objectives, NOVACT adapts to the new challenges and structures 
its projects in five strategic lines of action that are transversal to the geographical and 
strategic focus and prioritization of the organization.

Europe Area

In line with strengthening human rights defenders in Europe, we have worked within the 
framework of various projects. 

On one hand, through the Alhimaya project to defend civic space and protect defenders 
in the Euro-Mediterranean region, we have contributed to creating violence-free societies 
that confront the growing authoritarianism in the Euro-Mediterranean region - with special 
attention to Catalonia, Morocco, Western Sahara, Tunisia, Egypt, Palestine, Israel, Jordan, 
and Iraq - by providing support, protection, defense, and comprehensive care to human rights 
defenders.

The main activity of this project was The Nonviolence Factory, held in November in Barcelona, 
which brought together human rights defenders from across the region to share experiences 
and receive training in protection. 

Within the framework of the project Enhance Civic Space in Spain, we aim to protect civic 
space in response to the rise of authoritarianism and human rights violations by ensuring 
the right to protest in Spain - as a fundamental tool for social political participation - through 
the consolidation of a comprehensive, gender-sensitive methodology that includes capacity 
building, observation and monitoring of rights violations in protests and actions, all while 
promoting coordination and networking among key actors working to defend civic space, 
providing specific support to activists defending fundamental rights in Spain. 



We have also worked to improve public transparency and accountability mechanisms in the 
use of force to defend civic space and the consolidation of effective and inclusive institutions. 

Finally, we held the Southern Border Conference where we presented the report documenting 
human rights violations at the southern border of Spain in 2021 and 2022. In December, we 
presented the report “Maritime Arrivals to the Canary Islands: Exceptionality and Racism,” 
which identifies, systematizes, and denounces the main human rights violations occurring 
on the islands. 

Additionally, we participated in protests such as the Tarajal March and the Melilla Massacre 
commemoration. 

In the line of preventing violent conflicts in Europe, we have worked to prevent far-right 
extremism and online hate speech, studied the impact of new technologies on human rights, 
and strengthened social cohesion and youth empowerment as key actors for peacebuilding. 

Regarding youth empowerment in peacebuilding in the Euro-Mediterranean region, the 
ASITI project, through the Multakana forum, brought together young activists from various 
parts of the region to train them in preventing violent conflicts. 

This youth forum not only offered theoretical training but also included a practical component 
where participants developed nonviolent campaigns and shared best practices. 

In the context of preventing online hate speech, we conducted the research “Hate on Twitter: 
The Intersection between Gender and Racism” with the aim of reducing hate speech on 
social media. 

The research analyzed how Twitter works, highlighting its recent changes and the 
manifestation of online hate speech. Based on the experiences of six interviewed activists, 
we examined who is behind the attacks, how these discourses are legitimized and what 
resistance strategies the affected individuals use. Finally, a series of recommendations 
were made to Twitter and the responsible institutions to address this issue. Additionally, we 
launched a campaign with laintersection.net offering advice on how to combat and protect 
oneself from hate speech on Twitter. 

We organized the university course “Technologies, Conflicts, and Borders” which analyzed 
how technologies and artificial intelligence can affect human rights, especially those 
of historically marginalized groups. The course explored the impact of technologies on 
wars, border mechanisms, and algorithmic biases affecting women, migrants, and racially 
marginalized individuals, among others. This project highlighted the serious risks that 
technologies can pose to human rights. 

To prevent far-right extremism, especially in Nou Barris, our strategy is based on three 
fundamental pillars: 1. Researching the causes: In collaboration with local entities, we 
conducted the research “How the Far Right Penetrates Nou Barris.” 2. Historical memory: 
Raising awareness about historical struggles against authoritarian far-right regimes is key to 
preventing their resurgence. 3. Social cohesion: We strengthen social cohesion by enhancing 
the role of local civil society as a key actor in preventing far-right extremism. 

In the line of preventing corporate abuses in contexts of occupation and conflict, we have 
worked on three simultaneous processes: advocacy, research, and communication. .

Projects by line of action

Advocacy has focused on public institutions to strengthen corporate accountability tools in 
Public Procurement and within the framework of national and international Due Diligence 
legislation. The strengthening of the Catalan Group for Socially Responsible Public Procu-
rement, a space where NOVACT works and aligns with other organizations or institutions to 
promote policy coherence, has also been significant. In this regard, we have started working 
with the International Working Group for Public Procurement (IWGPP). 

Regarding research processes, the report “The Impact of Wagner Group in the Invasion of 
Ukraine” was presented, analyzing Wagner’s impact from three dimensions: military, political, 
and human rights. Based on fieldwork conducted between March and June, this document 
was presented to the United Nations Working Group on the Use of Mercenaries in New York. 

In the strategic line of Building Alternatives through Social and Digital Innovation, the imple-
mentation of the complementary currencies REC in Barcelona and La Rosa in Sant Feliu de 
Llobregat has been consolidated through various actions and promotions in favor of the local 
economy and conscious consumption. We are participating in an inter-municipal group to 
promote complementary currencies and the social and solidarity economy as tools for local 
development. 

Additionally, we have started different projects (MenjaCAT, Menja’t Barcelona, ReconVERD-
tim Sants) related to promoting more resilient agri-food models in the face of climate change 
that reduce the ecological footprint in Barcelona and Catalonia, dynamizing short marketing 
circuits between agroecological producers and points of sale, promoting sustainable and res-
ponsible food, and encouraging inter-cooperation among different agents of the food chain 

Finally, NOVACT has also provided technical assistance on citizen participation and social 
and cultural innovation issues for various entities and departments of the Generalitat de Ca-
talunya.

In a general context of growing authoritarianism, the Maghreb is no exception. The contextual 
analysis and country strategy work carried out in 2022 was implemented in 2023 with the launch 
of two projects to support and strengthen the work of human rights defenders in Tunisia and 
Western Sahara.  

In the strategic line of strengthening human rights defenders, we have reinforced our support to 
activists in North Africa in a complex period marked by increasing authoritarianism, continued 
war and repression directed against human rights defenders.   

In Tunisia, our work in 2023 focused on the groups of defenders most under attack at the time: 
journalists and feminists. To this end, we strengthened our digital tools and nonviolent strategies 
for social transformation to respond to the needs of journalists in a context of authoritarianism, 
denigration and loss of trust in the media. 

In addition, a project was approved to strengthen the feminist coalition in response to the 
numerous attacks on women’s rights in the country and the growing conservative trend - this 
project will be implemented in 2024, the year of the presidential elections in Tunisia.   

In general, and to adapt to the new risks of repression of human rights defenders and the work 
of civil society organizations, we have developed more advanced security plans, including our 
communication and protection strategies.   

 

Maghreb Area



In Western Sahara, media isolation and repression by the Moroccan regime have led us to 
expand our networks and strengthen our support. In 2023, we launched our first network of 
alerters, made up of Saharawis living in the Occupied Territories. As this work is extremely 
dangerous and precarious, we provide them with support at various levels: psychological and 
group protection, legal and material support, technical training in digital and physical security, 
techniques for systematizing data from the observation of rights violations, digital and commu-
nication tools, etc. 

All this work in the field, in Tunisia and Western Sahara, is complemented by international ad-
vocacy and awareness raising on these issues. This includes our participation in international 
meetings (presentation of a report on the plundering of natural resources at the 47th edition of 
EUCOCO, Western Sahara is Not for Sale campaign, regular meetings with the United Nations 
and the European Union in Tunis, etc.) as well as all the communication and dissemination 
work of the activities we implement (on social networks, website and with face-to-face events 
in each country of intervention).  

In addition, we have continued our work to support human rights defenders throughout the 
region, based on the needs identified in changing and repressive contexts or by inviting them 
to various international platforms that allow them to strengthen their networks and share their 
experiences, so that they can remain united in the face of increasing authoritarianism and cri-
minalization of their daily work.     

Along the lines of preventing violent conflicts, in Tunisia, we continue to implement the Tuni-
sian civil society roadmap for the prevention of violent extremism, adopted in early 2021 by 60 
Tunisian civil society organizations, academics and public institutions. In this perspective, we 
favor a violent conflict prevention approach that consists, on the one hand, in strengthening 
social cohesion at the local level, relying mainly on young people, especially women, in their 
communities; and on the other hand, in fostering activism and nonviolent political engagement 
of young people for the protection of their rights, valorizing spaces of peaceful claim and de-
veloping effective techniques of nonviolent action to promote their needs and make their voice 
heard.   

The use of artistic tools, especially in a context of repression, is fundamental for NOVACT and 
its members. This strategy allows us to disseminate peacebuilding messages to as many peo-
ple as possible, to convince communities to participate in social cohesion efforts, and even to 
get certain institutions involved in improving public services for citizens.   

Here too, the strengthening of authoritarianism and the climate of insecurity that surrounds it 
have made it necessary to work hard with local institutions and partners to maintain the work of 
preventing violent conflicts, formalizing the associations and preserving the bond of trust that 
has been built up over many years.   

In the Momkin program, for example, the methodology revolves around the joint creation of 
peace clubs, which will be self-managed by the young people and supported locally by their 
communities. To achieve this, over a period of 3 years we are providing direct support to 64 
heads of public youth institutions, more than 150 institutional agents and 120 young people, 
training them in nonviolence, communication and creation of alternative narratives, emotional 
management and listening skills, artistic and digital techniques, detection of misinformation 
and prevention of violent conflicts in general. The goal is to give them all the tools they need 
to design artistic and/or cultural programs in their clubs that spread the values of peace and 
conflict prevention in their communities.   

  



In Western Sahara, we launched our first such program, working in the Saharawi refugee 
camps. This program will support young people and institutions working with them in nonvio-
lent conflict transformation, with the aim of strengthening the prevention of violent conflict in 
the refugee camps. The works created by the young people during the program will be pre-
sented at international art events such as Artifariti and FiSahara in 2024 and 2025.  

In both countries, in order to better analyze the context of intervention and to be able to adapt 
it to authoritarian changes that may arise (especially in Tunisia), we have developed two se-
parate studies to identify the risk factors for an increase in violent conflicts in each country, 
and to propose a series of recommendations that allow us to prevent them. This allows us 
to prioritize our actions according to short-term risks (such as misinformation, isolation and 
polarization of opinions, and the spread of hate speech). 

All recommendations confirm the need for networking and coordination to multiply our impact, 
strengthen our protection and promote solidarity. This is why we continue to support spaces 
for social cohesion such as the Mass’Art Space, the Youth Houses, the Defense and Social 
Integration Centers, while developing new partnerships to ensure networking.  

In the line of preventing abuses by companies in the context of conflict, we continue to su-
pport the platform and campaign Western Sahara is not for Sale. A report on the plundering of 
natural resources has been presented, which has led us to participate in the 47th European 
Conference of Support and Solidarity with the Saharawi People (EUCOCO). We continue 
to offer advice, space and support to human rights defenders who suffer the repression and 
plundering of the Moroccan occupation.

Public opinion and political institutions in Barcelona and 
internationally are made aware of the human rights and 
women's rights violations suffered by the Sahrawi population 
in general, and women and young people in particular, 
through the reinforcement of the capacities of Sahrawi 
activists in digital organising for the development of advocacy 
campaigns and digital communication tools, the updating of 
the SOS Sahara website, the implementation of micro-
campaigns to raise awareness of particularly relevant human 
rights violations, and the implementation of political advocacy 
actions.!

In the general context of unresolved violent conflicts, serious human rights violations in Mashreq, 
and an increasingly reduced civic space, we have continued working on 9 projects in 4 different 
countries (Palestine, Jordan, and in the areas of Syria and Iraq). 

In the framework of the genocide perpetrated by Israel against the Palestinian people in Gaza, 
which began at the end of 2023 and continues with impunity to this day, and the exponential 
increase in violence against the Palestinian population in the West Bank by Israeli settlers, 
the army, and police, which has already led to the forced displacement and disappearance of 
dozens of Palestinian communities, we have continued working to strengthen and support the 
work of human rights defenders in Palestine. 

With a special focus on reinforcing and protecting the key role of women and young people 
as human rights defenders, we have continued working in the Occupied West Bank, including 
East Jerusalem, in a general context of retreating human rights and fundamental freedoms of 
the Palestinian people as a result of the perpetuation of the Israeli colonial apartheid system 
and military occupation, as well as attacks on basic rights such as the right to freedom of 
expression, association and peaceful assembly, the right to life, to not be subjected to torture 
or other ill-treatment or degrading punishment, to not be subjected to arbitrary detention and 
confinement, and the right of Palestinian women to a life free from violence. 

Additionally, in Palestine, we have continued to strengthen the work in the protection and 
guarantee of digital rights.

Specifically, we have reinforced our work in particularly vulnerable areas, key zones for the 
Israeli expansionist project of colonizing the West Bank, including East Jerusalem. 

In response to the increase in attacks against the Palestinian population, we have worked 
to improve human security and social cohesion in vulnerable areas of the governorates of 
Jerusalem and Bethlehem, especially affected by the Israeli project of the illegal annexation of 
Greater Jerusalem, reinforcing the role of young students, rights defenders, civil society, and 
local authorities in promoting and defending the rights of the local population. 

At the same time, we have worked to strengthen the role of women and young defenders and 
civil society in communities in Jerusalem, the South Hebron Hills (Masafer Yatta), and the 
Jordan Valley, enhancing their capabilities for action in physical and online spaces, expanding 
their protection framework, and increasing their participation in local and international 
mobilization and advocacy processes. 

Lastly, our cross-cutting work in peacebuilding, human security, and gender justice has 
continued in Hebron, particularly in Sa’ir, where the reinforcement of the actions of women 
and young defenders and local authorities has focused on addressing the lack of policies 
aimed at promoting gender equality, mechanisms for protection against gender violence, as 
well as the lack of effective actions by the international community to protect human rights in 
Palestine, especially women’s rights. 

All these actions have been complemented by a strong component of political and social 
advocacy through the organization of a local advocacy tour by our partners in the EuroMed 
Rights Working Group dedicated to Palestine, in which we participated last September. 

Additionally, in the framework of the aforementioned genocide in Palestine, NOVACT, in 
network with other NGOs, has recognized the need and urgency to increase our political 
demands to end the barbarity and ensure compliance with international, European, and state 
legislation to avoid complicity in the genocide. 

Jordan has once again been exposed to the conflicts in the Mashreq region, as happened 
years ago with the crises and conflicts in Iraq, Syria, and now in Palestine. Internally, Jordan 
has been suffering considerable economic deterioration, impacting the most vulnerable 
groups and increasing pre-existing inequalities. This context fosters the emergence of conflict 
and violence. 

Given these needs, our actions have aimed at strengthening the role of youth and women as 
agents of social empowerment and promoters of a culture of peace. 

In this sense, we have identified young people, women, human rights defenders, and activists 
committed to peacebuilding, providing them with the necessary knowledge and skills to be 
agents of social transformation in their communities. 

In 2023, Jordan piloted, along with other countries, the first training in Digital Organizing, 
aimed at training for advocacy through digital campaigns on networks. 



On the ground, we have been working in the areas of Amman, Mafraq, and Zarqa, where 
young people have designed and implemented innovative actions in the fields of art, culture, 
and sports to promote social cohesion. 

Specifically, the design and dissemination of the comic “Ya’ne against violence” created 
and disseminated by young artists, which reflects on situations of violence in Jordan and 
offers their own perspective in a creative and constructive way. As well as the sports leagues 
organized by young people in the network with public and adolescent participation, working 
on nonviolence through sports and teamwork. 

We are also present in Iraq and Syria, countries suffering from multiple long-term crises. In 
Iraq, where NOVACT has been present for a decade, the consequences of the terrible era of 
the Islamic State still affect thousands of internally displaced persons (IDPs).

In Syria, armed conflicts stemming from a mix of internal, regional, and international factors 
continue, originating from the different issues that arose in 2011. Despite everything, an active 
civil society remains in both countries. 

Currently, NOVACT has projects in the Kurdish provinces administered by the Kurdistan 
Regional Government (KRI) and in the Autonomous Administration of North and East Syria 
(AANES) respectively. 

Both areas seek to embody the aspirations of the Kurdish people through autonomous 
governments and, in the case of NES (North East Syria), with a multireligious and multiethnic 
coexistence project, placing significant emphasis on women’s rights and ecology. 

In these Kurdish areas, we have continued our work in conflict prevention and resolution, 
peace and security, as well as democratic participation and civil society. 

In particular, we have promoted the capacities and leadership of internally displaced persons 
from various long-term conflicts, as well as the role of youth as agents of transformation and 
social cohesion in both KRI and NES. 

We also work with women affected by gender violence, who are highly vulnerable due to the 
multiple crises they have experienced in recent years, despite the importance of feminist 
processes in NES. 

Through the IGHRBA approach and environmental justice, we have promoted the role of 
young Syrian and Kurdish women as agents of social and political transformation, whether in 
their countries of origin (Syria, KRI, and also in host areas in Jordan) or in Catalonia. 

In this sense, we organized an advocacy delegation from Catalonia to KRI and NES with 
people from institutional politics, civil society, culture, and sports to understand the needs of 
their population and emphasize the need for continuous work in these areas.
